Education and Training of Engineers in Process Safety

Over the last 30 years there have been very important changes in the understanding and application of safety in the process industries, both in Europe and worldwide.

· Significant improvements in the way in which safety is analysed & understood

· Improvements in the way in which safety is managed.

· Implementation of Major Hazards legislation on a common basis across Europe
Despite these changes safety will continue to depend on the knowledge and  experience of engineers & managers. Many of the young engineers already have careers which cross national boundaries  and this number is likely to increase in the  future.  This raises the questions: 

· Are we doing enough to provide these engineers with a sound foundation in Process Safety?
